What can we do for you? Finding library resources:     Placing a hold: 

When you are in the library, please 

look for available items in the stacks.  

The books that are on the cart near the 

children’s desk STAY IN THE LIBRARY. 

You cannot take them home.   

Use the Internet to find out what’s avail-

able from the public library. 
 

 

Go to www.chelmsfordlibrary.org 

Choose Catalog. Enter your 

search. 

You will see what Chelmsford 

owns, the call number, and 

whether it is available. If the item is avail-

able and the library is open, give us a call 

and we will hold it for you.  If the item is 

checked out, you may request it by choos-

ing “Place Hold”.  (See the next column 

for more information on requesting items.) 

To see items that area libraries own,  

change the search from All Local Branches 

to All MVLC Libraries. You may place a 

hold on these items, and they will be deliv-

ered to Chelmsford.  You may also go to 

these libraries and use your Chelmsford 

card if that is more convenient. 

You will be prompted to use your library 

card when you request an item. 

When you choose the “Place Hold” but-

ton, you will be asked to enter your bar-

code (or a username if you have created 

one.) Your barcode is the number on your 

library card.   

You will be asked for a PIN as well.  Your 

current PIN may be the last 4 digits of 

your phone number. Beginning in Decem-

ber 2011, library PINs need to have 7 

characters, including both letters and num-

bers.  Be ready to choose a new one. 

Before placing the hold, make sure the in-

formation is correct, including the pickup 

location. Return to searching, or log out 

when you are finished. Items are usually 

delivered within seven days. 

Please return items promptly so others 

may use them.
