• All prints should be framed with a paper mat frame or dry 
mounted onto a mat board.  No wood or metal fames! 

• Only photos taken after January 1, 2008 are eligible 

• Photos will be judged on composition, general appeal, and 
technical merit 

• All entries must be received by Friday, January 30, 2009 
(see application below) 

• No late entries will be accepted, no exceptions 

• Limit of one prize per contestant. 

• Entrants must be residents of Chelmsford/North Chelmsford 

• All entries will be displayed at the Senior Center during 
Winterfest on Saturday, February 7, 2009. Photos may be 
picked up the week following the exhibit at Chelmsford Public 
Library. 

• Winning photos may be published in the local newspaper 
and/or displayed at the library.
